(LCIF) efforts to Serve youth at risk were described by Lion Dr. Tae-Sup Lee,
Chairperson of the LCIF Executive Committee.   A banner patch will  be awarded if
we expand a youth program.

   The Club has long been actively Serving young people and continues to Serve via
the Youth Committee--currently chaired by Lion Bud Plank.  Our Youth Committee
budget of $4,500 is the largest single budget line item.   You can find a breakdown
of the Youth Committee’s budget and their actual expenditures on the bottom of Lion
Kim Mercer’s monthly Treasurer’s report.

   Currently, We Serve youth in a variety of ways including scholarships, camp fees,
etc.  Assisting our school nurse with hearing and vision screening is a significant
project.

      There are many additional ways we could consider actively Serving young
people.  Sponsoring a Scout unit or a little league team comes to mind.   The Peace
Poster Contest and the Lions-Quest Skill s Program are being actively promoted at all
levels of Lionism.  In the October 2004 District 13-B newsletter, Vice District
Governor Lion Horst Herzog published the best description I’ve seen of the Lions-
Quest program.

      In that same October 2004 District 13-B newsletter, District Governor Lion Doug
Reynolds reported the need for a family willing to host a young Australian.
December 27 through January 14 is the time period.  Lion Georgia Barber at 937- 

780-6140 is the contact.  These youth exchange programs Serve to educate both the
young person and the host.
